‘Easy Edges’ series were designed with
the consummate skill of an architect,
making them not only very comfortable
but also durable and robust.

The sculptural form of the Wiggle Side
Chair makes it an eye-catching piece and
the Wiggle Stool is vaguely reminiscent of
traditional African stools. The two designs
make an ideal pairing, but can also be
used independently, lending a striking
note fo any interior.
